
ORDINANCE NO. 761-03-20 

 
DECLARATION OF A STATE OF EMERGENCY DUE TO THE 

CORONA VIRUS COVID-19 PANDEMIC AND DECLARING AN 
EMERGENCY 

 

 

WHEREAS, Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) is a respiratory disease that can result in 
serious illness or death, which is caused by the SARS-CoV-2 virus that is a new strain of 
coronavirus that had not been previously identified in humans; and 
 
WHEREAS, on January 31 , 2020, Health and Human Services Secretary Alex M. Azar Il declared 
a public health emergency for the United States to aid the nation's healthcare community in 
responding to COVID-19; and 
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Governor DeWine issued Executive Order #2020-013 on March 9, 2020, 
declaring a State of Emergency for the COVID-19 pandemic; and 
 

WHEREAS, the State of Ohio announced its first case of community acquired COVID-19 on 

March 11, 2020; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Ashtabula County declared a State of Emergency on 
March 18, 2020; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Village of Roaming Shores,  Ashtabula County, Ohio, may be affected by the 

COVID-19 as it can endanger the health, safety, and welfare of persons within the borders of the 

Village; and 

 
WHEREAS, the spread of the Coronavirus may be inhibited by public awareness and cooperation, 

and reasonable steps to protect the public.  

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Village of Roaming Shores, Ohio that Council 
does hereby declare: 

 
SECTION 1. A state of emergency exists in the Village and that the Village of Roaming Shores 
hereby invokes and declares those portions of the Ohio Revised Code that are applicable to the 
conditions and have caused the issuance of this declaration, to be in full force and effect in the 
Village for the exercise of all necessary emergency authority for protection of the lives and 
property of the people of the Village of Roaming Shores, Ashtabula County and the restoration of 
local government with a minimum of interruption.  
 
SECTION 2.   Village Employees who have been exposed to someone with the Corona Virus shall 
be quarantined for at least 14 days or such other period as may be directed by the State Health 
Director.   Pursuant to R.C. 124.388, the Mayor may, in her discretion, provide paid administrative 



leave to such person for such terms as she may deem reasonable.  Village employees who contract 
the virus shall not return to their employment without a physician certification that they are no 
longer contagious.  Such employees shall utilize any available sick time and thereafter may receive 
paid administrative leave as the Mayor deems reasonable.  
 
SECTION 2.  Reference is hereby made to all appropriate laws, statutes, ordinances and 
resolutions, and particularly to Chapter 5502 of the Ohio Revised Code. 
 
SECTION 3. Village office will be closed but open and will continue to serve public needs as best 
as we can via email, fax or phone.   
 
SECTION 4.   It is strongly encouraged Village functions be completed by appointment, via email, 
regular mail, fax or telephone correspondence. Examples include, but are not limited to, paying 
utility bills, submitting bid documents, and zoning permit applications. 
 
SECTION 5. All public offices and employees of the Village of Roaming Shores are hereby 
directed to exercise the utmost diligence in the discharge of duties required of them for the duration 
of the emergency and in execution of state and local emergency laws, regulations, and directives. 
 
SECTION 6. All citizens are encouraged to comply with necessary emergency measures, to 
cooperate with public officials and disaster services forces in executing emergency operations 
plans,  to obey and comply with the lawful directions of properly identified officers and practice 
safe hygiene.   
 
SECTION 7   All public safety and public service forces will communicate and cooperate with 
county and State Emergency Operations Centers, particularly in regards to need for personnel, 
equipment, funding and mutual assistance. 
 
SECTION VIII. The Village finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council 
concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this 
Council and that all deliberations of this Council that resulted in those formal actions were in a 
meeting open to the public in compliance with the law. 
 
SECTION IX. This ordinance shall be considered an emergency measure necessary for the 
immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the residents of the Village of 
Roaming Shores wherefore; this Ordinance will be in full in full force and effect from and 
immediately upon its adoption.
